TRAVEL ALBERTA 2007 EVENTS GUIDE

Travel Alberta In-Province is producing a 2007 summer/fall events guide available to residents of AB, BC, and SK through the Travel Alberta website, call-centre, and VICs. Distribution will also be through Alberta daily newspapers. The guide will list province-wide events taking place May 15, 2007 to October 31, 2007. 

The events listings are FREE! But, you must enter your event into the events database of the Tourism Information System (TIS) by March 1, 2007, in order to be considered for inclusion. See second page for TIS contact info. 

Travel Alberta takes great efforts to balance regional representation and type/nature of event. We are looking to include as many 400 individual events in the guide taking place May 15 – Oct 31, sourced through the TIS database, however there will not be room to accommodate every entered event.

· The first tier of events that will be considered for the guide will be those that draw attendance from outside the region in which the event is being held. The second tier will include events that draw visitors from closer-in. 

· The guide will not have room to accommodate the many single day July 1St Canada Day parades/celebrations. There will be a generic mention of Canada Day celebrations taking place throughout Alberta. There will not be room to include events such as community soft ball / golf tournaments and trade shows.

Deadline:  Please enter your events into the TIS database no later than March 1, 2007. This database will be the source of events included in the guide. Events must be entered into this database in order to be considered for inclusion. 

The listings in the event guide will include the name of event, dates, town/city location, one public phone number, and a web address if available.  As long as you have this information confirmed by March 1, 2007 – enter it into TIS (or earlier of course!). 

Remember, you can always add more details about your event to your TIS listing at a later date. However, due to the minimum required production time lines, if you change dates or cancel an event after March 1, the printed piece will not reflect these changes. 

If you cannot confirm/enter the above information by the deadline – please keep in mind that you still want your event information in TIS for possible inclusion in other Travel Alberta materials such as e-newsletters. With over 2 million web visits a year from consumers around the world, the exposure you get from having your event entered in TIS is extremely valuable. 

Travel Alberta In-Province will also be producing a printed piece for Winter Events that lists consumer events taking place from early November, 2007 to April 30, 2008. The deadline for entering your winter event into the TIS database is August 1, 2007. 

Travel Alberta In-Province has other programs created to support events in addition to the creation of an events guide such as attending your event or purchasing ad space in your event program. ENTERING YOUR EVENT INTO THE TIS DATABASE

You are required to enter your events into the Tourism Information System using an on-line form. Deadline for consideration into the 2007 Summer/Fall Events Guide is March 1, 2007. 

If you miss this deadline, please remember it is still very valuable for your event to be entered into the TIS database for consumers searching for events information on our Travel Alberta websites.

How to get your event into the Tourism Information System:

1. If you’re a new user, obtain a username and password by emailing TIS@travelalberta.com. They will be happy to determine your eligibility and walk you through the process and answer any questions you have on how to enter or update your tourism information. 

2. Already set up? Remember, you can update and edit your information on TIS at anytime at www.tis.gov.ab.ca   Even if all you have currently confirmed is a date, place, and public phone number – get it into the system. When you have more details to share, you can go back in and add to your listing.
